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Public Schools in Iron County employ a total of 153 teachers according to a report
from the National Education Association of Michigan. The Crystal Falls Schools employ
31 teachers. Marquette County (330) has the largest number of teachers in the Upper
Peninsula followed by Houghton County (297) and Delta County (260). The State of
Michigan had a total of 36,877 teachers of which 11,976 were members of the NEA.

The Michigan Liguor Control Commission has adopted two strongly-worded
regulations aimed against Sunday drinking and off-color entertainment in bars, taverns
and night clubs. The first regulation covers places offering dancing and entertainment:
Entertainers shall not eat drink or mingle with the patrons; There shall be no
overcrowding of the dance floor; No patrons shall be allowed to take an active part in
any entertainment except community singing; No lewd, obscene or immoral language or
exhibitions or dancing shall be permitted. The second regulation provides that on
Sundays all beverages having an alcohol content of more than 16 per cent shall be kept
“continuously inaccessible in securely locked compartments during restricted hours”.
