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  The Crystal Falls City Council in a “lively” discussion is debating the installation of 
parking meters on Superior Avenue to help with the existing parking problems.  Each year 
during the busy tourist season the existing parking regulations which limits parking to two 
hours during business hours have done little alleviate the parking space shortage.  The 
question arose as to where the meters could be installed and if only the crowded 300 block of 
main street should be considered. The Council took no action but instructed the police 
department to strictly enforce the existing regulations.
